The BR-500AC enables seamless roaming to add mobility to an Ethernet
device. Fast roaming and fast initial link setup authentication™ minimize
disconnection when the BR-500AC roams among Wi-Fi access points. The
radio signal strength threshold to start the roaming process is adjustable to
